Bus Shelters

Purpose of Report
To update members on the number, type, condition and location of bus shelters
To determine a programme for upgrade

To determine a policy for the consideration of installation of new bus shelters
Background
The Town Council inherited 109 Bus Shelters from SABC in 2009 (list appended to this report.  They fall into two distinct types:

Version 1
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Version 2
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Depending on the location and usage bus shelters have either 2 or 3 panels, some have end panels and some have seating,
Over the years there has been a number of replacements of old shelters with new.  Some shelters have been removed as bus routes have changed, but there are still a couple that are in situ nolonger on a bus route; these have a power supply and would require Western Power input to decommission.
A number of shelters are prone to vandalism; on average a new PVC Panel costs £200 to replace and we have had to revert to replacing glazing panels with mesh panels in some locations where ASB has been rife
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Whilst we have attempted to keep many of these bus shelters going, we are facing challenges of seeking spare parts.  As an example, we can longer buy the perspex curved roof for Version 2 Bus Shelters.

We have sourced an alternative shelter to the Version 2 design www.queensburyshelters.co.uk.  The standard 3m (2 bay shelter) with no end panels and no seating start at £3100.

Ongoing Repair & Maintenance

When time permits we aim to jet wash the bus shelters twice a year involving Toilet Cleaners and Neighbourhood Wardens, but in a year like 2018 when we have faced a number of long-term sickness absences, these are tasks that are deferred.

In undertaking an audit we have identified those in need of repair and painting and have now established the right pantone colours for the Blue & Gold rather than using inconsistent colour pallets as has been done in the past

New Bus Shelters

From time to time members have asked about adding bus shelters to bus routes.  Whilst we maintain a budget for repair & maintenance we have no capital budget for new and replacement bus shelters.  Therefore members would need to consider during budget setting discussions whether a budget allocation would be required.

In determining a policy for the installation of Bus Shelters members would need to think about the following:

General Principles for the Installation of Bus Shelters

· Shelters will be away from immediate frontages of residential properties
· Seek to ensure a safe, comfortabble waiting environment
· Keep street clutter to a minimum
· Respect the environment/Conservation Area
· Maximise protection from the elements 
· Inform residents adjacent of the proposals
· Regular cleaning & maintenance
Choosing a Bus Shelter

· Ease of Maintenance &Repair

· Accessibility to the Shelter

· Visibility from the Shelter to the approaching bus

· Installation requirements

· Provision of Seating

· Prvision of Lighting

· Impact of Shelter on landscape & neighbouring properties

· Resistence to weathering/ASB

· Provision of Noticeboard/Timetable

· Consents/Permissions on private land
· Level of patronage & frequency of the Service

· Location

· On an existing route at an existing stop
· Space large enough to accommodate the shelter & a boarding area

· Should have level, self-draining base

· Must not obstruct visibility

· Assessment for Highway Safety – 1.5m clear passage required

· Dealing with customer complaints – siting of Bus Shelters is a sensitive issue

· Visual Disturbance

· Highway Safety

· Anti-Social Behaviour

Members need to consider whether the Town Council might have ongoing liability for the installation of bus shelters on development sites.  This would be a matter for consideration by developers.

Issues for members consideration

1. Policy on the installation of new bus shelters & allocation of an appropriate budget;
2. Consideration of a replacement programme for existing bus shelters;
3. Priority for the Cleaning, repair & maintenance of existing Bus Shelters
