Purpose of Report
To update members on various developer discussions/land adoptions

1. Radbrook College - £60k has been agreed in a S106 agreement to assist with improvements to nearby play facilities.  Trigger for accessing the funding has nit yet been met.

2. Copthorne Barracks – A sum of £115k has been allocated to improve open space at Frankwell Community Ground with £10,000 for improvements to Silks Meadow and £20,498 for improvements to Copthorne Park.  Funds were awaited.
3. Riverside Meadow – A sum of £25k has been allocated in the s106 agreement for the development of a path and upgrades to the play facilities.  Play improvements have been made.  A date for the path works is still awaited.  Agreements have been signed to add the path to the Definitive Map once footpath adoption is addressed.

4. Shelton Hospital Land Transfer – Work is still awaited to bring to the required standard.  Meanwhile discussions have taken place with Shropshire Council regarding permissions to erect a gate off Racecourse Lane to access the Bowling Green and Football Pitch rather than attempting to take tractors and trailers through the site and park on un-adopted highway.

5. Hanwood Road – Contracts have been signed and funds have been transferred to the Solicitor

6. Shrewsbury South Sustainable Urban Extension – The middle trench of the development site has recently received planning permission and work is underway to discharge planning conditions

7. Ingleby Way – Land is ready for adoption and legals are being carried out

8. Holgate Drive – Land is ready for adoption and legals are being carried out

9. Belvidere Paddocks – Land is ready for adoption and legals are being carried out

10. Arlington Way – Land is ready for adoption and legals are being carried out

11. Sweetlake – Trigger for the creation of a play area has been met and discussions ongoing with Shropshire Council regarding access to the allocated CIL Local Fund
12. Shrewsbury Town Football Club – An offsite contribution of £60k is available for resurfacing work to the Radbrook Recreation Ground.  Quotes for the site have been received which are between £100-120k.  Awaiting further discussions from F&GP Committee regarding allocation of CIL Neighbourhood Fund.
