26/17	MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

27/17	EMBRACE PE

The Youth & Community Development Officer advised that a representative from Embrace PE wasn’t available to attend the meeting but hoped that he could attend a future meeting

28/17	SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL FUNDING OF YOUTH SERVICES

It was reported that further to the Cabinet meeting at which the Town Council’s proposed funding had been reduced from £40,000 that was publicised in the autumn consultation to £25,000, Councillor Vasmer had requested that the decision be called in.  This would be considered at the Performance Management Scrutiny Committee the following week.  In readiness for that meeting the Town Clerk had been asked to provide details of how a reduction of £15,000 would impact the planned expenditure of the Youth Service and its ability to meet the key objectives of the Youth Service.  A number of members of the committee were hoping to make representations at the Scrutiny Committee.

29/17	UPGRADES TO GRANGE YOUTH CENTRE

The Town Clerk and Youth & Community Development Officer detailed the big-ticket items for redevelopment of the Grange Youth Centre to broaden the facility’s usage to the wider public; this included:
· Decoration of the rooms to provide a more neutral platform; initial estimates were in the region of £7500
· Improvements to the toilets to make them less school like
· Improvements to the kitchen facilities 
· Hardstanding outside so that a container could be located to allow for large goods to be stored

RESOLVED:

That quotations be sought for decorations, internal works and external hardstanding and report back to a future meeting.

30/17	KYNASTON ROAD COMMUNITY CENTRE

The Youth & Community Development Worker reported on the activity at the Kynaston Road Community Centre.  The Town Council had been funding youth work activity for the Spring Term and SYA Youth Workers continued to run the session.  Numbers were low.

Members received details of the activity at the Grange Youth Centre and in particular, the low numbers at the Senior Sessions.  The Youth & Community Development Officer proposed re-focussing this session for pre-Juniors (Years 5-6 Primary School Children) as there was a greater demand.  This session could also be run to encourage the dwindling numbers at Kynaston Road Community Centre to move to a new session.  In the meantime, it was agreed to continue funding of the Kynaston Road Community Centre for the summer term.

Also linked to this, the Town Clerk reported on the growing concerns about youth ASB in and around the Kynaston Road Recreation Ground and the effect, it was having on bookings at the Community Centre.  Team Shrewsbury partners were scheduled to meet there ion 16th April to discuss ongoing problems.

(ii)	That the Senior Youth Session at the Grange Youth Centre be changed to a Pre-Junior Session

(iii)	That the Youth & Community Development Worker report back on attendance figures at both the Grange Youth Centre and the Kynaston Road Community Centre but determine future provision
