26/15	DECLARATION OF INTEREST IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE CODE OF CONDUCT

28/15	MATTERS ARISING

The Town Clerk had still not received the information necessary to determine whether TUPE would apply.  The Chairman reported on a meeting he and the Town Clerk had with the Chief Executive with a view to progressing information.  He had asked him whether he felt that continuation funding would be available post 31 March 2017; ha had advised that whilst the Leader of Shropshire Council wished to see it continue, there was every likelihood that it wouldn’t as budget cuts hit harder.  Discussions ensued around what the Town Council would do post March 2017.

29/15	OPTIONS FOR YOUTH SERVICE PROVISION

29.1	Sessional Youth Centre Work - The Town Clerk reported on a discussion with the Chief Executive of the Shropshire Youth Association around the type of activity they could supply given members wish to replicate the same youth centre provision for the first six months.

RESOLVED:

That formal quotations and plans be sought for a Junior and Senior Session at each of Sundorne, Grange & Monkmoor and a single Junior Session at Flaxivity.

29.2	Options for Meole – The Town Clerk reported on discussions with the Trinity Centre Youth Worker as to possible partnership activities.  Cllr Owen reported on work that was done by the church on the Meole Estate.

RESOLVED:

That more formal discussions take place with regard to possibly allocating the ring-fenced budget for Meole Munchkins to the Trinity Centre.

29.3	Publicity – It was felt that given the new term had commenced and young people would be expecting youth provision, a press release should be issued.  The Town Clerk would liaise with the Marketing & Promotions Officer on this and the development of a Facebook page and Twitter account.
