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Summary
To appraise members of the receipt of Solar Farm Community Funding and how best this might be spent to meet the conditions of the agreement.

Background
On 1st September 204 the Town Council signed a Unilateral Undertaking with Elgin Energy as part of the conditions to approval being granted for a solar farm at Sundorne Grove (Battlefield Ward).  A similar arrangement was made with Uffington Parish Council.  The project was eventually delivered by Sun Edison who also took over responsibility for the Unilateral Undertaking.

The Solar farm generates 17MWP and the agreement was to provide a community fund equating to £5000 per MWP.  The Council has therefore received £85,000.

The purpose of the fund is to provide for:

(a) The funding of projects and schemes that benefit the Scheme Beneficiaries (primarily the residents of Battlefields and surrounds)
(b) The making of grants and/or loans to offer opportunities to grass roots community voluntary groups and individuals to receive grants for the promotion and installation of energy efficiency measures, small-scale renewable energy projects and education and capacity building projects or other projects involving renewable energy, climate change and nature conservation and enhancing the public realm through planting so they may create and/or deliver outcomes for the benefit of their community and members via simple effective inclusive programme within the Local Parish

Within the proposals there had to be some element of community engagement and the setting of community priorities therefore reference was made to the Shrewsbury Place Plan.

Possible Projects

Councillor Price has identified some public realm improvements in the Sundorne Area around the development of better parking provision, this subject to the Registered Social Landlord also contributing towards a wider scheme.
